Directions from Holmes Chapel

To start with, you are heading for Delamere Forest / Chester, but don’t head into Delamere Forest. Either choose to
go via Northwich, on the A556, or via Winsford on the A54, it’s the A54 towards Chester that we want you to be on.

After Delamere, take the B5393 Ashton Lane on the right, signposted “Frodsham B5393, Ashton % and Mouldsworth
13/4"

Follow the B5393 through Ashton Hayes, past Mouldsworth railway station, and then through Manley.

Follow the road to the left where it takes a sharp left turn. The road name changes from “Tarvin Road” to “Manley
Road”, it’s still the B5393

After % mile, turn right onto “Manley Road”, signposted for “Newton 1% and Kingsley 2%".
After % mile, at the crossroads, turn left onto “Commonside”
After 200 yds, turn right onto “The Ridgeway”

The campsite entrance is on the left after about % of a mile.
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
